Children contribute their ideas as teachers write on flip chart paper with group story.  Read the story back to the children, pointing to each word.  Alternate: A story about a family activity that the child can take home and share with his or her family.

Sentence fluency

Students will go on a walk or talk about a walk they went on.  Draw a picture and label parts. Students will dictate ideas and teacher will expand child’s ideas into a complete sentence.

Assessment: picture with labels and dictated complete sentence.

Write a poem or chant on sentence strips.  Read aloud with the children. Show the students the spaces between words on the page and how the words go left to right. Have students take turns with a pointer, pointing to each word as the students read.

Read an Alaskan alphabet book. Point to the capital and lower case letters. Ask children to point to capital and lower case letters. After reading, invite the children play with magnetic or foam letters Children will separate letters into capital letters and lower case letters. 
Read Berry Magic by Terri Sloat and Betty Huffman.  Point to the capital letters at the beginning of each sentence. Show students a capital letter “A” and lower case “a.” Show the students how Annie’s name starts with a capital letter. Students will practice writing their name with a capital letter. 

Idea Development: Show the students the cover of the book and ask the students to make predictions what the book is about. Tell students that Debbie Edwardson wrote this book when her son Amiqqaq was their age. Debbie wanted to share this story with other children so she wrote a book. Discuss how books are written by people who want to share stories, just like when children write stories and share them in kindergarten.
